Myth 1.   Online courses are easier than classroom courses. 
Fact: Online courses average almost one grade lower than classroom courses.

Myth 2.   Online courses are harder than classroom courses. 
Fact: Online courses are harder to start and to keep going.  Course rigor is similar to classroom rigor.

Myth 3.   Online completion rates are lower. 
Fact: Online courses have higher completion rates when adjusted for those who never submit the 
first online lesson.

Myth 4.   Essay tests are superior to multiple choice tests. 
Fact: Essay tests are easier to write, increase the influence of guessing, and are more likely to be 
subjectively graded. Multiple choice tests focus on reading and thinking skills, minimize bluffing and 
are easier to score.

Myth 5.   Online course grade inflation is higher than in the classroom. 
Fact: Online course grade inflation is actually less than in the classroom.

Myth 6.   Classroom students are better prepared than independent study students.
Fact: There is no statistically significant difference between preparation of classroom or independent 
study students.

Myth 7.   Teacher interaction and peer interaction is superior to content interaction. 
Fact: Teachers and peers have bad days and can have a negative effect. Online content is consistent, 
unbiased, usually well researched, and designed to be clear and concise.

Myth 8.   Learning is time dependent. 
Fact: Learning is repetition dependent (15 random experiences). Time is a factor if 15 or more 
repetitions are hard to achieve.
