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Most college students are non-traditional.  The traditional undergraduate, 
who enrolls full-time immediately after high school, depends on parents 
for money, and does not work or works part-time is the exception rather 
than the rule.  Only 27% of undergraduates in 1999-2000 met these 
criteria.  73% of all undergraduate students are in some 
way non-traditional.
