TheUtah Valley State College Fall DanceSport Festival is open to any amateur couples wishing to enter. 1n addition thefollowing rules will
apply:

Each competitor must pay a competitor fee of $5.00 aswell asan admissionticket. All day general admission ticket is $1000for each

day, or $1800for a combined ticket. Table seats are $1500 each, per day.

Pre-Teen, Junior, and Y outh syllabusevents are restricted to Bronze, Silver, and Gold Syllabusfigures from ISTD or member

organizationsof the NDCA for each style.

All restricted syllabusevents mug be danced within the framework of the syllabuswith regard to timing, precedes and follows, hand-

holdsand amounts of turn. Standad techniqueshould notbeartificially embdlished.

Age categories and classificationsare as follows: R i

a.  Pre-Teen: Competitors who are 12 years old and younge. Pre-teen competitors may dance up oneage classification to the QuniorO
category. A Pre-teen may notdance in theyouth or adult category even if partnered by a Y outh or Junior

b.  Junior: Competitorswho are 13, 14, or 15yearsold. Junior competitors may dance up throughtheY outh but not Adult categories
even if partnered by an Adult.

c. Youth: Competitorswhoare 16,17, 0r 18 years old. Nineteen (19) year old competitors may also dance as youthsuntl they have
graduaed from high school.

d. Amateur or Adult: Competitorswho are 19 years of ageor older.

A couple@ ageclassification eligibility is defined as the age of theolder partner onthe day of the competition.

No person may compete in an age classification or category lower than ther own.

Entry Restrictions Pre-Teen, Junior, and Y outh competitors who dance a championghip event may not dance in the syllabusevent of

thesame style. Pre-Teens& Juniors may dance up onedivision only in each competition style. Y outh competitors will be allowed to

dancein the Youth divisonsand the Adult divisonswith thefollowing restriction: Y outh competitors will be allowed to dance a

maximum of two eventsin each compditive style, i.e. Youth may dancein two of thefollowingfive eventsin each style: Youth Pre-

Championdip, Y outh Championship, Adult Novice, Adult Pre-Championship, and Adult Championgip.

The Open West Coast Swing Compditionis open to all age groupsand classifications No lifts allowed. Cosumes are encouraged.

No couple is exempt from competing in any roundof a competitiondivision. Any couple who fails to appear at the scheduled time for

thefirst roundof any event will bedisgudified from the event.

Codumerules are defined bdow. Any compeitor who wears a cogume deemed by the organizers to be unaiitable will berequested to

change If such request is notfollowed, the competitor will not beallowed to dance, ther entry will be canceled and ther admission

ticket fee will notberefunded.

Y outh competitors who dance up into the Amateur or Pre-Championghip divisonsmug adhee to theadult cogume requirements.

No responsbility for loss or theft of articles|eft in changing rooms, competition areas, locker rooms, practice areas or UV SC campus

can be accepted by UV SC or the Ballroomprogram therein, and ndther can they behdd liable for injury sustained by personsat this

event. Everyoneattending does so at his or her own risk.

While the organizers of the UV SC DanceSport Festival will follow therules of the NDCA rule book,they are not boundby such, and,

when deemed appropriate, may make adjugments. These decisionswill be made by the organizing committee, and al decisionsare

find.

One dance formation team showpiece competitionsare open to any team 4 to 16 couples. Length of dance with exit and entranceis

not to exceed 4 minutes. Therewill be a limit of one entry per studio in each event. Thereisa $10.00 registration fee per entry.

Cabaets are not to exceed 4 minutes, induding entrance and exit. Adult couples only.

The Adult Open Lindy Competition is open to Y outh and Adult couples only. While lifts are not prohibited in this event, the safety of

al participants should be consdered. Cogumes are encouraged.

A coupleis defined as oneboy and onegirl.

Dancers will abide by theattached cogume guiddines.




COSTUME RULES

Pre-Teen, Junior, & Youth Newcomer and Syllabus Couples:

Gentlemen:

1) White longsleeve dress shirt with black tie (tuxedo shirt and bowtie allowed)

2) Black dress pants (high waisted pants allowed)

3) Black shoes (no GCubanOheels for pre-teen boys are allowed)

4) Optiond black vest, black sweater, black supenders or black cummerbundis allowed

5) No earringsallowed.

Ladies:

1) Solid white top with matching eeves.

2) Solid black, single layer skirt (knee length or lower) Slits nat to exceed 2" aboveknee. Oneruffle (of the same fabric astheskirt) upto
eightinches will beallowed, but mug go aroundthe entire bottom of the skirt.

3) No fishing ling wire, etc. will beallowed in thehemline induding theruffle.

4) No pleats, or uneven hemlines allowed on the skirt.

5) No bdlts, sashes, ties, cummerbundsor similar items alowed.

6) Regular cut dance trunksmug beworn.

7) No sequins rhinestones, feathers, glitter, fringeor similar decorationswill be alowed anywhere: induding on thetop, skirt, face or har.

8) Any dress shoeis allowed (heel haghtfor pre-teensgirls mug not exceed oneand onehdf inches).

9) Simple earringsallowed.

Pre-Teen Championship Couples:

Pre-teen Championghip couples mug wear thefollowing:

Boys Dress Shirt and pants, optiond tie and/or cummerbundor vest or black sweater.

Girls: Party dress with no sequins rhinestones, feathers, glitter, fringeor similar decorations

Junior & Youth Open Couples (Standard, Latin & American Style):
Junior and Y outh Open Couples may wear the attire specified for Junior & Y outh Newcomer/Syllabus Couples or they may wear the
atire specified for the Adult couples.

Adult Couples (Standard, Latin, Cabaret & Lindy - Novice, Pre-Championship or Championship Division):
Gentlemen: Cogumes appropriate to thestyle.
1 Latin shirts may be open to a point eightinches down fromthe Supra Sternd Notch (Jugular Notch)
2. Sheer fabric may only beworn onthearm. No deeveless shirts.
3. No earringsallowed.
Ladies. Cosumes appropriate to the style.
1. Regular cut dance trunksand fishng hos mug beworn.
2. Strapsover both shoulders of at least oneinch in width are required. If multiple strapsgo over a shoulder at least onestrap mug
betherequired oneinch fromfrontto back. Halter topsor designsthat resemble them are not permitted.
3. Lower backs mug be covered from a point five (5) inches abovethewaist line
4. Sheer fabric onthe bodce may beused fromthetop of thebud lineup, in front, andin theback, from five inches abovethewaist
up, in this case strapsare not required.
5. Skirts may bebroken or ditted fromthetrunklinedown, butmus cover thelegsto mid-thighwhen notin motion.
6. Cutouts or nudefabrics are not allowed.
7. Skin from thefrontto apoint several inches behind the sides (axilla-line) mug be covered.
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
